OF ARCHIBALD REISS

Uros V. Suvakovi¢, R. A. Reiss: Neutrality is not possible in the face
of crime. Novi Sad: Matica srpska, Archives of Vojvodina: Faculty
of Education of the University of Belgrade, 2024, 145 pp.

Abstract: We will review a recently published monograph R. A. Reiss: Neutrality is
not possible in the face of crime by Uro$ Suvakovi¢, which was published on the occasion
of the 110" anniversary of Archibald Reiss’s arrival in Serbia, and 95 years since his death.
Although Reiss’s scientific and professional contribution is considered to have been largely
explored and that it primarily belongs to the domains of forensics and criminology, as well
as historical science in relation to testimonies about crimes committed against Serbs during
the First World War, Suvakovi¢’s approach is original because he points to sociological
dimensions of Reiss’s research which have neither been observed in scientific public nor
adequately valorized, and that is exactly the value of this book.

Keywords: Rudoph Archibald Reiss, Yugoslav society, interwar period, research,
sociological aspect

Based on the archive material available in the Historical Archives of Belgrade, the State
Archives of Serbia and the Archives of Yugoslavia, as well as recent and older literature, on
the occasion of the 110" anniversary of the arrival of Rudolph Archibald Reiss (1875-1929)
in Serbia in 1914 at the invitation of the Serbian government, and 95 years since his death,
the author of this study has written a study in which he presents Reiss in a completely new
light. Namely, in Serbian and foreign literature, Reiss has been considered the founder of
modern criminology and indisputably one of the greatest friends of the Serbian people,
not only in the first half of the 20™ century, but in general.

In the history of the Serbian people, the name of Doctor Rudolph Archibald Reiss will
remain written in golden letters as one of the greatest friends and lobbyists of the Serbian
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cause in the first two decades of the 20" century. This eminent Swiss forensic expert with
a doctoral degree in chemistry, Professor of the University of Lausanne, world-famous
criminologist and humanist, dedicated all his professional and human reputation to famil-
iarizing Serbian and European public with huge human and material casualties suffered
by Serbia and its people during the First World War. His expert and extensive research
of crimes and atrocities committed by German, Austrian and Bulgarian soldiers over the
Serbian people in occupied Serbia from 1914 to 1918 was valuable material presented by
the Serbian government at the Paris Peace Conference, in the work of which Reiss also
participated as a member of the delegation of the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes
(see Reiss, 2019a). How much Reiss loved the Serbian people, its mentality, history and
tradition is also proved by the fact that in November 1918 he permanently settled in Serbia,
in Belgrade, where he died and was buried in August 1929.

Let us recall that Reiss, immediately after his first arrival in Serbia at the end of
September 1914, fell in love with this country and its people. This is perhaps best shown
by his words: “To tell the truth, at that moment I did not think that in the future my life
would be connected to the fate of this country. I thought that I would make a longer or
shorter survey and inform the world about what had happened on this war stage, but I could
not envisage that the soldiers I saw for the first time would become my comrades in arms
and that the country itself would be as dear to me as my fatherland, Switzerland” (Reiss,
1928/2019Db, p. 10). He will keep his love and respect for Serbian soldiers until the end of
his life, even when due to some misunderstandings with Serbian authorities he planned
to leave Serbia. While researching war crimes of the Austrian occupiers, he realized the
extent of monstrosities committed by the occupiers. For example, he found out that only
by the end of September 1914 in Sabac as many as 1,500 people had died.

Shocked and angry because of the inhumanity of Austrian soldiers, he decided to
publish, in addition to the survey, the newspaper articles as well, in order to unveil the real
face of Austro-Hungary to the European public. With this specific journalistic offensive,
Reiss broke through the information blockade in Serbia and alleviated negative consequences
of Austro-Hungarian propaganda against Serbia, which was one of the oldest examples of
lobbying in the media connotation of the word. With his humane work, Archibald Reiss
awakened the lulled European public which did not know anything about the extent of
the tragedy in Serbia, caused by the occupation soldiers of Austria, Germany and, in par-
ticular, Bulgaria. In exploring the range of crimes, he acted as a scientist, strictly guided by
methodological principles of forensics and criminology. He had a habit of saying that he
went to the spot, even amidst the cannon fire, in order to see for himself all the necessary
facts. He conscientiously examined the bodies of the victims, and the wounded, visited the
bombed towns and houses, and performed technical tests.

In addition to publishing the survey results about the crimes of the Austrian army in
summer 1914, Reiss also deserves the credit for writing about horrendous misdeeds of the
Bulgarian army in the occupied regions of Surdulica, Vranje, Ni, Leskovac and Vladi¢in
Han from 1915 to 1918. The list of those crimes was long. Apart from the massacres
and torture, he also added to the list the torture and mutilation of Serbian prisoners and
wounded soldiers. The extent of these crimes is proved by Reiss’s finding that during the
Toplica Uprising in 1917 and afterwards, the Bulgarian occupiers killed more than thirty
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thousand people. Together with the professional surveys about the crimes committed by
foreign armies in the Serbian territory during the four-year war period, and a large number
of newspaper articles, Reiss also published many books unveiling war crimes and casting
a completely different light on Serbia at the beginning of the 20" century.

His attitude towards the members of the ruling Karadordevi¢ dynasty and the most
important Serbian military leaders from the Great War is also interesting. He believed
that King Peter, Regent Alexander and military leaders Putnik, Misi¢, Stepanovi¢ and
Bojovi¢ saved Serbia and founded the united Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes.
Although he was a republican, he showed great affection and infinite respect and admi-
ration for the Karadordevi¢ dynasty. He expressed the most positive opinion about King
Petar Karadordevi¢ who, according to Reiss, “entered the legend alive” due to his goodness
and modesty. Referring to Peter’s son, Aleksandar Karadordevi¢, Reiss wrote that he was
extremely courageous and, although young, gained “an old man’s experience” because of
everything he had gone through in the Balkan Wars and the First World War. The two of
them were connected by the friendship made during the war, as well as by mutual respect.

However, Reiss was not so benevolent to the part of Serbian intelligentsia and polit-
ical elite. His criticism did not spare Milan Grol, Aleksandar Beli¢, Boza Markovi¢, Milan
Stojadinovi¢, Lazar Markovi¢, Boza Maksimovi¢, Nikola Pagi¢ and Bozidar Jankovi¢. He
described the members of intelligentsia as lacking spirit and accused them of taking care only
of themselves during the Great War, as well as of being corruptible (Rastovi¢, 2019, p. 439).

Archibald Reiss’s contribution to spreading the truth about the extent and tragedy of
the crimes committed by Austrian, Bulgarian and German occupiers in the First World War
is valuable, including his constant struggle to pass on the truth about the Serbs who, even
after 1914, remained little known to the European public and mostly presented negatively,
as a nation of killers and a disruptive factor in the Balkans. Modest, honest and incorrupti-
ble until his death, Reiss will be remembered forever as one of the greatest friends of the
Serbian people and Serbia (Reiss, 2019¢).

We consider worthy of attention the effort made by the author, Professor Suvakovié,
to unveil a completely unknown side of Reiss’s professional engagement to date — his huge
contribution in the sphere of sociological research applied in the territory of the Kingdom
of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes, or Yugoslavia. The author accepts the established and cor-
rect paradigm regarding Reiss who, even more than a hundred years ago, showed to the
whole European and world public, at the beginning of the Great War, that Serbs were not
barbarians and savages, as presented in the professional public of the time, particularly in
Anglo-Saxon historiography, as well as that the Serbian people, although small in numbers,
was deeply inspired by the liberal spirit, ready to defend freedom which had been so often
disputed or temporarily denied in the past, and even die for it.

In methodological terms, this unique monograph study, printed on 145 pages, contains
an introduction and six chapters. The book is written in a clear and comprehensible language.

On this occasion, we point to the importance of chapters four and five (Suvakovi¢,
2024, pp. 70-121), in which Reiss’s inclination towards a sociological approach of exploring
social processes and phenomena is perhaps best observed. For example, in chapter four of
the study, entitled “Reiss about the Comitadji issue”, my colleague Suvakovi¢ analyzes the
Swiss criminologist’s position towards Bulgarian Comitadjis who, after the foundation of
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the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes/Yugoslavia, posed one of the worst problems
in the new state, i.e., a risk to its integrity and survival (Reiss’s reports from September
1921 and 1922).

Namely, members of the Comitadji bands (chetas), who were recruited from the
ranks of the Bulgarian nation, applied the same terrorist methods of fight against Yugoslav
authorities, i.e., they continued the tradition of the terror of Bulgarian Comitadjis from the
end of the 19" century and the beginning of the 20" century. Here we will remind of their
main goal both then and after the Great War - to separate Macedonia from Yugoslavia
and annex it to Bulgaria. Bulgarian Comitadjis in the territory of the Yugoslav state never
accepted the provisions of the Treaty of Neuilly, according to which Vardar Macedonia
and parts of Old Serbia became part of the newly-founded Yugoslav state. Therefore, Reiss
here showed that even, after the First World War, the Bulgarian Comitadjis continued the
methods applied in a longer period of time, culminating in terrible crimes against Serbian
population during the First World War in the Bulgarian occupation zone (especially in
the territory of Surdulica), about which Reiss drew conclusions based on his serious and
objective research. On the basis of the relevant analysis of Reiss’s two reports, Professor
Suvakovi¢ correctly observes that Reiss as an excellent connoisseur of Balkan circumstances
was perfectly “familiar with the Comitadji issue” in the territory of Macedonia, and that I his
serious criminological-sociological analysis he rightfully showed that Bulgarian Comitadjis
in Macedonia were not members of an autochthonous political movement, but common
bandits. Apart from showing the genesis of the Comitadji movement in Macedonia and
its true origin in Bulgaria, the value of these two reports by Reiss, according to Suvakovi¢’s
findings, is also reflected in the fact that they represent an exceptional sociological analysis
of social and political circumstances in Macedonia after the Great War.

Reiss fiercely stigmatized a large number of social anomalies affecting Yugoslav
society and state after the end of the First World War. He openly wrote about all those
problems, as well as about other socio-pathological phenomena, in his famous manifesto
Ecoutez Serbes! (Reiss, 1928/2019d). However, according to the research by my colleague
Suvakovié, Reiss wrote about many negative social processes in Yugoslavia in his other
contributions (for example, in Belgrade’s daily Politika). Suvakovi¢ presents Reiss’s entire
well-intentioned criticism of Yugoslav society in chapter 5 entitled “Why did Reiss want
to leave the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes in 1928, less than a year before his
death?”. This criticism of Yugoslav authorities has been systematized by the author of the
text in several theses such as: the need for cultivating culture of remembrance, or culture
of memory, and insisting on maintain Serbian-French relations.

The value of this monograph study, in our opinion, is in the fact that the author casts
light on Reiss’s indisputably huge contribution to the sociological research into Yugoslav
society of the time, primarily in relation to criminology and social pathology, but also other
sociological disciplines, thus supplementing his rich biography with details so far unknown
to the professional public. This monograph is an important addition to the research of
Archibald Reiss’s biography, as well as the research of political and social history of the
Kingdom of Yugoslavia after the First World War.
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
