Abstract: The paper analyses old geographic maps, created from the 1480s until the
mid-18" century, which show the fortress or settlement of Ersomlyé. Although this south
Banat town, after its fall under Ottoman rule (1552) permanently changed its name into
Vrac in the second half of the 16" century, Ersomlyo was still persistently shown in
numerous cartographic publications created in Western Europe in this period. Due to
erroneous copying of data from old maps and the lack of knowledge about the
contemporary geography of European Turkey, including Banat, in the analysed maps
Ersomly6 is most often located much more eastward, sometimes on the very border of
Banat towards Transylvania and Wallachia. From the second half of the 17" century,
particularly at the time of the Great Turkish War, VrSac also began to appear in European
geographic maps. However, data from older maps were mechanically transferred to some
maps from this period, and Ersomlyo was inscribed in parallel with Vriac.

HISTORY OF A CARTOGRAPHIC MISCONCEPTION —
ERSOMLYO (VRSAC) IN OLD GEOGRAPHIC MAPS

Summary

The fortress of Ersomlyo in present-day south Banat, located on the hill above the
eponymous marketplace, was shown in several geographic maps in the last decades of the 15%
and first decades of the 16" centuries. In addition to two maps made in Florence by Henricus
Martellus, its most important presentation is on Lazar’s map Tabula Hungariae, printed in 1528.
For a long time after it fell under Ottoman rule (1552) and having permanently changed its name
into Vrac in the second half of the 16" century, Ersomlyé continued to “live” in geographic
maps printed across Europe. This cartographic duration of Ersomly6 from the second half of the
16" until the first half of the 18" centuries had nothing in common with modern Vrac. It was a
long-standing and persistent cartographic misconception, which was repeated over and over
again, and which, in fact, testified to the lack of knowledge about the geography of European
provinces of the Ottoman Empire in Western Europe. The paper shows how this misconception
was created, how it was maintained and changed in numerous cartographic editions up until the
time when Banat was incorporated into the Habsburg Monarchy in 1716 and somewhat after that.

Cartographers who used Lazar’s map during the 16" century, such as Wolfgang Lazius, Janos
Zsamboky and others, were aware of its unusual orientation (rotated by around 45-50° towards the
cast relative to the usual north—south orientation), but despite this, they often incorrectly copied
these data in their publications. This was also the case with the Banat towns of Ersomly6 and
Mezdsomly6 (located north of VrSac, near present-day Semlacu Mare and Gataia in Romanian
Banat). The presentation of fortresses Ersomlyo and Mez6ésomlyo, tilted more or less to the east,
was repeated in maps created in the second half of the 16", during 17" and in the first half of the
18" centuries. In some of these maps, these fortresses are placed on tops of two hills rising above
the Banat plain, and sometimes as fortresses on the eastern border of Banat towards Transylvania
and Wallachia. The explanation of their wrong location may be the fact that after Banat fell under
Ottoman rule, its real geography was insufficiently known to European cartographers, who usually
just copied data from old geographic maps of Hungary and the neighbouring countries of South-
Eastern Europe. In some maps from this period, Ersomly6 and Mez6somlyo are not shown with
designations for fortresses, but only with circles as inhabited places.

Finally, from the second half of the 17" century, particularly at the time of the Great Turkish
War, Vrsac also began to appear in European geographic maps. It appeared even more frequently
in the maps from the first half of the 18" century, when Banat was already under Habsburg rule.
In these maps, Vrsac is more or less correctly located. However, in some geographic maps from
this period, Ersomly6 was still recorded in parallel with Vr3ac, as a fortress or settlement, along
the border of Transylvania and Wallachia.
