National Woman Suffrage Association
Mme Milka Voulovitch

The Servian National Women’s Association was founded in 1906 when it
incorporated all the women’s organizations existing in the kingdom of Serbia.
It has before it two main objects:

1. National ideals

2. The enfranchisement of women

The Servian woman, that untiring worker in nearly all fields in public
activity, has long deserved to take her place among the progressive women in
Europe. During 500 years when her country lay under the Turkish yoke, it was
she that kept the fait alive and preserved intact the religion and the national
ideals of her fatherland. She is justified a hundred times in demanding the vote
and she will throw her whole heart and soul into effort to obtain it.

In Servia, man and women have practically equal rights before the state,
and even though their sex scarcely debars women from single profession, they
will not rest until their dignity as wives and mothers is vindicated and they
secure their enfranchisement. Countless are the philanthropic institutions
founded by women of Servia to give bread to the poor and to help to preserve
national industries. The “Women’s Society” has created school for carpet
weaving, embroidery, and so forth, when peasant girls and orphans are taught
to continue the work which has made Servian home industries so famous in
foreign lands. To cite but two or three of the benevolent institution founded by
Society, we may mention the home for aged and infirm women, a free dinner
table for underfed school children, a home for infants where they are cared for
up to the age of seven.

But, what is more, women in Servia are ardent patriots, and they have
never let the flag of their country lie low even in those provinces which are
still under the alien rule. Ever ready to help and comfort, women have crossed
the frontier of their own free land time after time, to bring assistance, moral
and material, to their homeless and hunted brethren in the subject lands. How
often have they given their last resources to contribute toward the support of
the clergy; for it is time we said it, it is her faith in God which has kept and
keeps the Servian woman so full of love and confidence.

The following figures may prove instructive as to feminine activity. There
are 1025 elementary school teachers; 65 secondary school teachers; 6 women
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doctors, most of them in the service of the state; 3 women photographers;
1 women engineer; 7 women writers; 10 women poets; a great many book
keepers and clerks in banking institutions are women; one woman is head in
large and prosperous business firm; there are 2 women dentists; factory girls;
post and telegraph mistresses; telephone operators. There are large number of
higher girls schools, governmental and private, and two training colleges. There
is also 1 State lycee for girls whose status is identical with the boy’s schools, the
final certificate enabling students to register in all foreign universities, even the
German. The state commercial schools are open to man and women equally.
The University was thrown open to women twenty-one years ago, and a large
number of women students attend the various faculty. Recently several women
have taken up technology and law. There are great many responsible posts which
are open to women in Servia which remain closed to women in other countries.
Never have they been told that they coul not enter any civil department because
they were women. On the contrary, women candidates are always admitted and
encouraged. A sign of the interest which the Servian state displays in the progress
of women is that the Ministry of Public Instruction and the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs offer scholarships every year for young girls to be sent to study abroad.

SERVIA.
NATIONAL SOCIETY OF WOMEN
Miss Helene Losanitch

The Servian woman has had a voice in local politics for about 35 years,
but she has not just it much because she has been occupied with the struggle
for the national rights of her country. The struggle has lasted for more than 500
years, and each woman in Serbia partakes in it. For this reason Servian woman
is not able to work much for her own political vote.

In spite of this national struggle which is obstructing the development
of Servia, the Servian woman has attained to positions which in former days
were given to man only. She is eligible to quite as responsible positions, but
she gets less salary.

The work of the National Society of Women has been to improve these
economic conditions. The National Society of Women has also been working
to put woman doctors and engineers on an equality with the man in those
professions. Another object of desire is that she shall get the pension after 10
years of service, a right to Royal Decree entitles citizens.

The teachers are already provided for: they are entitled to a pension
after 10 years. Mrs. Miloveck, the present President of the Society of Women
in Servia, wished to use her local vote. But she was refused. Then she tried to
get her right by law, and the following answer was returned: “According to
law you have a local vote, but we cannot to allow you to use this right, as it is
not the custom for woman to make use of their local voice”.

In 1903. women doctors and teachers in high school for girls presented a
Petition to the Parliament asking for the same right as their masculine colleagues.
Many of the members of Parliament considered it quite just not only that the
women should be put on a professional level with man, but also that they should
get the suffrage. This proposal, however, was thrown out by six voices.

The Conferences in Servia have, as a rule, national character. The
Society of Women has had five conferences in which the equality of women
and man and the suffrage have been discussed. To one of these conferences
all woman civil officers, bank officers and women working in offices, were
invited, in order to discuss the question of salary. It was resolved at the meeting
that they should present Petition to the Government that the daughters also
should get the right of inheritance. The question is still in a very unsatisfactory
state of settlement in Servia. The son is a natural heir, the daughter only gets

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dowry when she marries. Her right of inheritance is only possible when she
lives in town. In the country it would decrease the prosperity of the family. In
Servia the members of the country family live together. The land is cultivated
in common, and the oldest man of family is the one who commands. The larger
a family is, the more workers and the more wealth. Therefore, there is not right
for heritage for the daughters living in the country.

Further, the National Society is working that illegitimate children may
get the right by law to ascertain their father, so that the mother should not stand
alone in the work and responsibility for the moral and financial bringing up
of the child.

The various political groups in Servia have different opinions concerning
Woman Suffrage. The Socialist group has presented a Petition to the Parliament
asking for the general suffrage, and in that Petition suffrage for women is
also mentioned. The Society of Women does not approve of all the points
of Socialistic program, and therefore the Society does not want to join the
Socialists, but prefers to present its own Petition to the Parliament.

Thanks to the influence of the Society of Women, the Civil Minister
Vulovitsch, one of the leaders of the Young Radical Party, has improved the
conditions of the woman telegraph clerks and post officials. He has also worked
out successfully the proposal of their getting a pension. Still, the Society will
not rest until women are put quite on a level with their man colleagues. The
Minister of Interior, the leader of Old radical Party, considers that women will
be given their suffrage, and that it will only be of benefit to the country.

On the 24" and 25" of April 1911, the Society of Physicians proposed
in the new sanitary law, which is to be brought to the next Parliament, that the
women doctors should be given complete equality. Against this proposal were
five doctors, three of them were specialist for women’s diseases.

The first town where the women got a local vote is Ljubljana, in
Slovenia. In Ljubljana women have the right of electing, but not of being
elected. Making use of the women movement, the Government has arranged
it so that only those women who are likely to vote for the candidate of the
Government shall get the right of voting. These are women that are working
in any kind of business, widows, nuns, and in general those women that have
a family to provide for, or those that are earning for their own living. Most of
these women belong to the Roman Catholic Church. The Government has been
counting upon the prospect that these women will vote for clerical candidates,
the candidates of the Government, and they have not been mistaken. In this
case women have helped to deprive the free elements in Ljubljana of their
influence in the community. In this case Woman Suffrage has been used as a
tool. All this will be changed latter.

SERBIAN NATIONAL WOMEN’S UNION AND
INTERNATIONAL WOMAN SUFFRAGE ALLIANCE.
Excerpts from reports from the Alliance’s Congress held

in London in 1909 and Stockholm in 1911

Summary

The work represents a critical issue of parts of the reports about the
participation of female representatives of the Serbian National Women’s
Union at congresses of the International Woman Suffrage Alliance until the
start of the First World War (London 1909, Stockholm 1911). The parts of
the reports dedicated to Serbia indicate the manner in which Serbian women
presented themselves within the international women’s movement, as well
as the perception of the leadership of this feminist international organisation
about Serbia and its movement for the emancipation of women. Participation
within the international women’s movement differed from hitherto practice
of presentation of Serbian women in the country and abroad. Women’s
associations which constituted the Serbian National Women’s Union
participated in international cultural events, world and Slavic exhibitions,
where they presented themselves in the context of customary female gender
roles (most often as keepers of needlework tradition). This representative plan
was one of the most significant features of their peacetime public visibility
on the eve of the First World War. However, congresses of the International
Woman Suffrage Alliance faced Serbian female representatives with
completely different challenges — public appearances in a foreign language,
speeches and discussions about topics containing social criticism, including
ambitions and expectations of the Alliance’s leadership that active struggle for
the improvement of women’s position was led in each country. It is noticeable
that at the beginning they tried to use the international scene as a national
political platform, but were prevented. Their later appearances conformed to
the objectives and interests of the movement.
